Call Center Volunteer

Duties: Answer call center phone line, assist a neighbor in need with completion of intake form over the
telephone, pray with neighbor, write neighbor an encouraging note and communicate with call center
coordinator regarding neighbor's story

Skills Needed: comfortable on phone, comfortable asking questions, some probing and praying for
others out loud

Minimal requirement: 2 hrs per week
Furniture Ministry Volunteer
Duties: Picking up donated items and delivering to neighbors in need and pray with our neighbor.

Skills Needed: Strong back and able to lift up to 50 lbs., able to climb steps, flexibility, ability to work on
a team and willingness to pray out loud with clients if needed.

Minimal requirement: up to 4 hrs 1-2 times a month.
Call Center Receptionist Volunteer

Duties: Answer call center phone line, assist a neighbor in need in completing an initial contact form,
pray out loud with a neighbor (If neighbor refuses prayer, pray over initial contact after completing the
telephone call.) Greet guests, photocopy documents and pray with visiting neighbor.

Skills Needed: welcoming personality, comfortable on the phone, comfortable asking questions, the
ability to photocopy documents and praying for others out loud.

Minimal Requirement: 2-4 hours per week
Storage Manager Volunteer:

Duties: Oversee donations in storage by sorting, putting away and gathering requested items for
neighbor in need

Skills Needed: organizational and decision-making skills

Minimal Requirement: flexible schedule (based on needs and donations)
